Abstract. The review is concerned with the work of the pedagogue, the chairman of
Yevpatoria cultural and educational society named after A.A. Akhmatova, the author

of numerous articles on the history of Russian literature and art L.L. Nikiforova, and

the historicist, the orientalist, the Oxford alumnus, the specialist in history of Eastern
European Jews, Russian-Jewish literature and ethnography of Crimea populations

M.B. Kizilov. The book is committed to the biography of American writer and philosopher
from Russia Ayn Rand (Alissa Rozenbaum) (1905-1982). The first part of the book is the
reconstruction of Ayn Rand's biography in the context of Russian history during the key
events at the beginning of the XX century on the basis of non-published sources of Central
State Historical Archive of Saint-Petersburg and State Archive of Crimea Republic. The
special attention is paid to the fact of the writer's Jewish identity. The biography is written
in an objective tone, considers Ayn Rand’s personality from different sides and allows to
make an integral portrait of this contradictory personality and also has the analysis of the
author’s main fiction texts. The second part of the biography is devoted to the American
period of the philosopher’s life. The work also contains the rich illustrative material,
including the photos from Ayn Rand Archives (the USA, California). The scholars’ work,
undoubtedly, is the first significant biography of the writer and philosopher in Russia and
the attempt to revise the biased evaluations of her life and creative activity.
